Looking Ahead to 2025

As announced during the 2024 Nationals presentation
night, the 2025 Nationals will unfold at Lake
Macquarie’s Stoney Park, a single-lake site. Given the
limited access to premium dual-lake sites in Australia,
the decision between WSA and WSQ to hold the
Nationals at Stoney Park was strategic, aiming not only
to address the current limitations but also to set a
sustainable path forward for future events.

Our Goals for Stoney Park

This decision was driven by several key objectives:

1. Assessing Viability: We aimed to determine if a
single-lake National Championship could be sustainable
and replicable across other states.

2. Creating a Blueprint: The goal was to develop a
model that could be adopted by smaller states,
potentially allowing for Nationals to be held at various
single-lake sites across the country.

3. Laying New Foundations: We wanted to reset and
future-proof the National Championships framework.
4, Expanding Our Reach: By choosing different
locations, we aim to broaden the scope of water skiing
across Australia.

Supporting the Stone Family

Choosing Stoney Park also allows us to support the
Stone Family, who have been pivotal in the Australian
water-skiing community for decades. The park suffered
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devastating losses due to catastrophic flooding in
March 2021, and hosting the Nationals there aids in
their recovery.
